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Resumen

Se realiza una valoracién critica de la
aportacion de Joan Poinsot, mas conocido como
Juan de Santo Tomas (1589-1655), raiz de la
publicacion de La naturaleza y las causas a cargo
del destacado académico Juan Cruz Cruz. A
pesar de que se trata de la edicién de una
pequefia parte de la Philosophia Naturalis, mas
conocida como Cursus Philosophicus, de Juan de
Santo Tomads, concretamente de las
“cuestiones” IX a XIII. Se establece un
semblante de Juan de Santo Tomas y de su obra,
tratando de centrar el personaje en el contexto
de su época y las posiciones que mantenia y
denunciando las interpretaciones interesadas
que pretenden hacer pasar por moderno un
pensamiento que antepone lo religioso a la
razon, en la vieja estrategia eclesiastica de hacer
pasar por filosofia a la teologia y vice versa.

A critical appraisal is made of the contribution
of Joan Poinsot, better known as Juan de Santo
Tomas (1589-1655), as a result of the publication
of Nature and Causes by the prominent
academic Juan Cruz Cruz. In spite of the fact
that it is the edition of a small part of the
Philosophia Naturalis, better known as Cursus
Philosophicus, by Juan de Santo Tomas,
specifically of the "questions" IX to XIII. A
semblance of Juan de Santo Tomas and his work
is established, trying to center the character in
the context of his time and the positions he held
and denouncing the interested interpretations
that try to make a thought that puts religion
before reason as modern , in the old
ecclesiastical strategy of passing theology as
philosophy and backwards.
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
