La figura de San Pablo es extraordinariamente interesante desde todo punto de
vista. Por eso se pueden encontrar multitud de estudios, casi todos ellos de carécter
confesional, sobre sus aportaciones religiosas o teoldgicas a cristianismo naciente. Sin
embargo, no hemos encontrado ninguin analisis de cuales fueron los recursos retoricos
que utilizé e tarsiota con vistas a una mejor difusion de su doctrina. En este articulo
analizamos algunas de las figuras retoricas de la Carta a los romanos y como Pablo de
Tarso se sirve de ellas para desplegar |a potente ideologia que durante siglos ha hecho
gue lalglesiade Roma sea lainstitucion que més anos halogrado permanecer a pesar de
los embates de la historia.

The figure of St. Paul is extremely interesting from every point of view. So it is
easy to find multitude of studies, ailmost al of them with a confessional character, on his
religious or theological contributions to the rising Christianity. However, we have not
found any anaysis of what rhetorical resources were used by St. Paul to a better
expansion of his doctrine. In this article we analyze some of the rhetorical figuresin the
Epistle to the Romans and how St. Paul use them to expand the strong ideology which
for centuries has made the Church of Rome to be the institution that has remained for
many years despite the historical events.
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
