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Resumen

El proposito de este articulo es revisar criticamente la
compleja concepcion de la comunidad que Hobbes perfila
en el Leviatin sobre la base de la conocida dicotomia entre
estado de naturaleza y estado politico. A partir de esta
premisa, se intenta mostrar el cardcter aporético
representado por la natural conflictividad humana, y por la
violencia y el temor a la muerte como formas extremas de su
manifestacion fenomenolégica, en la fundacién de la
comunidad politica.

The aim of this paper is to critically reassess the complex
conception of community that Hobbes outlines in Leviathan
on the basis of the known dichotomy between State of
Nature and Political State. Taking this premise as a starting
point, we try to show the aporetic character that the natural
humane conflictivity has, with violence and fear of death as
extreme forms of his phenomenological expression, in the
establishing of a political community.
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
