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RESUMEN

El articulo contrapone el “cuidado” o “preocupacion”
(Sorge) heideggeriana con la Sorge kafkiana, tal como la
concibe Kafka en su narraciéon “Las preocupaciones de un
padre de familia” (1919). Partiendo de wuna breve
consideracion inicial en torno la literatura de Kafka, me
remito luego a un examen de las diferencias entre ambos
autores en el marco de la recepcion de la fenomenologia de
la existencia de Heidegger en el marxismo occidental.
Finalmente, pongo de relieve la necesidad de un analisis de
la génesis del mundo practico-utilitario que sirve de base a
la Sorge para constituirse como estructura ontologica
fundamental del Dasein.
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ABSTRACT

The article counterposes heideggerian "care" or "concern"
(Sorge) with kafkian Sorge, as it is conceived by Kafka in his
story "The cares of a family man" (1919). Beginning with a
brief initial consideration around Kafka's literature, I refer
then to an examination of the differences between both
authors in the context of the reception of Heidegger's
phenomenology of existence in western Marxism. Finally, I
emphasize the need for an analysis of the genesis of the
practical-utilitarian world that serves as a basis to Sorge to
establish itself as Dasein’s fundamental ontological structure.
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
