El articulo tiene la intencion de mostrar la
vigencia e importancia del pensamiento del
filosofo japonés KeijiNishitani mediante de la
ubicacion de su sitio en la escuela de Kioto y
la categorizacion de la misma en la historia de
la filosofia; ademas, se postulan los vinculos
tematicos entre Nishitani y algunos fildsofos
occidentales, principalmente Martin
Heidegger. Asimismo, se abordan dos
conceptos centrales del vasto mundo literario
del autor que nos ocupa; por un lado, se
aborda la idea del yo y su involucramiento con
el no-yo; por otro, se profundiza en la nocion
de vacio y esencia, enfatizando la importancia
y sentido del punto de vista de la vacuidad.

Contributions of the philosophy of Nishitani to
the thought of the West

The article intends to demonstrate the current
relevance and importance of the Japanese
philosopher KeijiNishitani’s thought through its
categorization in the history of philosophy
alongside the fact that it is located in the Kyoto
school. Furthermore, the thematic links
between Nishitani and some Western
philosophers, mainly Martin Heidegger, are
postulated. Likewise, two central concepts of
the vast literary world of the autor in question
are boarded: on one hand, the idea of the self
and its involvement with the not-self; on the
other hand, the notion of emptiness and
essence is profoundly analyzed, emphasizing
the importance and sense of the point of view
of vacuity.
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
